Greater Manchester Campaign for Free Public Transport
Constitution

Aims 

The aim of the Greater Manchester Campaign for Free Public Transport (hereafter referred to as ‘the Campaign’) is to secure an expanded public transport system that is fully integrated, publicly owned and free at the point of use.

Objectives

The objectives of the Campaign are to organise the broadest possible range of members, supporters and supporting organisations in order to actively promote, disseminate and mobilise for the aims of the Campaign.  
Membership

Individual membership shall cost £10 per annum (£5 unwaged).

Affiliation

Affiliations will be invited from organisations which agree with the aims of the campaign.  The affiliation fee for organisations with less than 250 members is £25.00 per annum. For organisations with over 250, but less than 500 members, the affiliation fee is £50.00 per annum. For organisations with a membership in excess of 500 members, the affiliation fee is £100.00 per annum. For organisations with a membership in excess of 1000 members, the affiliation fee is £200.00 per annum.

General Meetings

All policy decisions pertaining to the campaign shall be taken by a simple majority of all those attending a general meeting, which is open to all members.  The general meeting shall take place on the third Thursday of each month, with members notified at least one week in advance of the venue of the meeting. The quorum of the general meeting shall be three fully paid up members.

Annual General Meeting

The Annual General Meeting shall take place no less than 11 months and no more than 13 months following the previous annual general meeting. The first annual general meeting was held on 28th October 2008.  
Officers

The following officers shall be elected at each Annual General Meeting: Chair, treasurer, secretary, webmaster.  The chair shall convene and chair all general meetings.  (In the event of the chair being absent, a temporary chair shall be elected at the start of the meeting.)  The secretary shall keep a register of members and affiliates, and shall be responsible for correspondence on behalf of the Campaign.  The treasurer shall keep a record of the accounts of the Campaign, and shall give regular (at least once per quarter) reports on the finances of the Campaign.  The webmaster shall maintain and update the website of the Campaign.  

Amendments to the constitution.

The constitution may be amended by a simple majority of an Annual General Meeting.
